Councillor Mrs R Thomas confirmed that a request for the hire of the City Council's land train for the Christmas Parade has been submitted but no confirmation received as yet
Councillor Thomas agreed to follow up the matter with the City Council

Sports Field

Councillor John reported on the current use of the Sports Field and indicated a number of instances  of deliberate damage that have occurred recently which will require attention.

It was noted that the Crafters are now using the Pavilion for their meetings and requested that the area surrounding the Pavilion be tidied up as the uneven surface is a potential trip/fall hazard for those attending the classes.  It was also suggested that the unused area of drained land next to the Pavilion could be levelled to provide a suitable grassed area for for various events. It was agreed that consideration be given to the suggestions outlined above. 

It was also agreed that additional keys be purchased for the Pavilion.

It was also agreed to provide a sign in the Pavilion indicating the location of the nearest defibrillator at the Old Inn.  
Village Hall

Councillor Pugh reported that the work to repair the toilet roof  has been successfully completed

 and that the new cleaning arrangements are now in place.  It was necessary to unblock the drain recently and it was agreed that the drain needs to be inspected on a regular basis in order to avoid a blockage occurring.  It was also noted that the local AM Tonia Antoniazzi will be holding a meeting in the V Hall on Saturday.  It will be an opportunity for residents to voice their opinion on various issues affecting the community including the Parc Mawr development.

It was also agreed that Councillor Thomas as keeper of the  diary be provided with a set of keys for the V. Hall.
