(a) VillageConditions of Hire
It was noted that the solicitors for the prospective new owners of Busy Bees Nursery requested a small change to the Duration clause of the hire agreement and it was agreed that the following amendment be approved
DURATION OF HIRE

This agreement shall commence on the date it is signed by the parties. Unless terminated earlier in accordance with this clause, this agreement shall continue in force for a period of 5 years (“Initial Term”) and shall automatically extend for successive 12 month periods (Extended Term) at the end of the Initial Term and at the end of each Extended Term. A party may give written notice to the other party, not later than 6 months before the end of the Initial Term or the relevant Extended Term, to terminate this agreement at the end of the Initial Term or the relevant Extended Term, as the case may be.

Councillor Thomas reported that work is progressing on the upgrade of the web site.
10.21.09 REPORT OF THE SUB COMMITTEES.

Sports Field
Councillor Matthew Porch reported that there has been no activity on the Sports Field due to the current lockdown constraints.

There was a wide ranging discussion on the potential for a multi use games area to be located on the sports field.

The major issues were identified as follows.

· Location. The preferred location was identified as the unused grass area adjacent to the pavilion.  It was felt however that this would result in objections from the neighbouring properties and may not be viable as a result. An alternative location for consideration was the car park area.  However this is due for resurfacing with a contractor already agreed following a tendering process already approved by the Council.

· Funding.  It is unlikely that the Council would have sufficient funds to finance the project and alternative funds would be required in the form of external grants and /or increased precept.

· Access. It was considered that access should be limited to daylight hours in order to avoid the type of unsocial behaviour that is often associated with such facilities.  This would therefore require careful management to ensure that the facility is open and closed on a daily basis. In addition access would need to be restricted to the remainder of the sports field including the football and cricket pitches to avoid damage to these areas.

· Need.  Community desire for the facility has been  tested via Facebook but needs to be shared with the Council.

· Upfront costs. A scheme of this nature would require an element of front loaded costs for design, planning consent, professional input and grant applications which may prove to be abortive.

· Other alternatives that could be considered include the levelling and upgrade of the unused grass area to provide a suitable space for a range of sporting activities.
Village Hall
Councillor Pugh reported that the toilets required unblocking by an external contractor.  There were no other issues.
Environment
Councillor Fitzgerald reported that there was a major problem with over spilled dog bins in the Parc Penllergaer which the City Council are finding difficult to cope with.  

Work is continuing to utilise the  funding available for playground improvements including the area around the zip wire.  Other issues included access to the culvert behind Llewellyn Road the responsibility of the City Council, and need to ensure grit bins are full in the event of winter conditions.
