03.20.09 REPORT OF THE SUB COMMITTEESC.

Village Hall
Councillor Pugh reported that the proposed change of ownership of the Nursery did not take place as planned and Busy Bees have decided to continue running the Nursery.  Councillor Pugh also referred to the need to tidy the outside area following weed spraying.  It was agreed that the work would be undertaken next week and volunteers were invited to help.
Sports Field 

Councillor Matthew Porch reported that the Penllergaer minis will be training on the Sports Field during the evenings.  However the Pavilion will be closed due to the covid 19 situation.
Environment
Councillor Fitzgerald expressed concern that the City Council Planning Committee to consider the Parc Mawr planning application will be held on a remote basis thereby restricting access to the public wishing to object to the planned development.
To consider what guidance and measures need to put in place in advance of the lifting of restrictions on the Village Hall and the Sports Field pavilion.

VILLAGE HALL

Noted that following the Wales Gov (Covid 19)  announcement on the lifting of restrictions the Village Hall will be allowed to open on 20th July  

In anticipation of of the planned opening the Council has installed hand sanitisers in the Hall and in the boiler room and has carried out a comprehensive cleaning of all areas to ensure that the premises is  safe to open.  Weekly cleaning will be undertaken as usual at weekends when the Hall is empty.  The cleaner will be supplied with the requisite PPE and sanitiser.

In the meantime the local authority has granted dispensation in accordance with the Wales Gov (covid 19) regulations for Busy Bees to to operate the Nursery from 13th July subject to the provision of all necessary health and safety precautions being in place and a risk assessment being carried out (A copy of the Busy Bees risk assessment is available)

For all other users of the Hall from 20th July the position remains uncertain at this stage as it will not be possible to provide the necessary cleaning before and after subsequent usage to ensure a safe covid free environment.
At this stage therefore it was agreed that Busy Bees will be the sole users of the Hall and will be responsible for ensuring that the Hall is thoroughly cleaned on a daily basis before and after usage and the matter kept under review.

An exception may be made for the Boiler Room which is a self contained area and single usage subject to a risk assessment being carried out.

SPORTS FIELD

Noted that following the relaxation on outdoor sporting activities, the Sports  Field will be available for organised cricket and football with immediate effect.
At this stage however it was agreed that it would not be prudent for the Pavilion to be opened for changing and shower facilities due to covid 19 risks and should therefore remain closed for the present and the position kept under review 
Other areas of the pavilion used for meetings etc may be considered for opening subject to a satisfactory  risk assessment being carried out.
