11.21. 01  PUBLIC MEETING
Mr R Davies joined the meeting to express concern about youth annoyance and vandalism on the Sports Field as a result of insecure fencing allowing intrusion onto the Field.  The Chairman acknowledged the problem which has been referred to the local police.  The Council is also undertaking measures to improve the security of the fencing and the gate to deter further intrusions.  .

Mr Davies also complained about a lack of consultation  in relation to discussions that had taken place in the Council with regard to a proposal for a multi use games area to be located adjacent to the pavilion.  Mr Davies expressed concern over the detrimental  impact that such a development would have on the neighbouring properties.  The Chairman apologised for the  lack of consultation and explained that the proposal was merely one of a number of ideas that are under consideration for developing the unused area of the Sports Field and no formal decisions or proposals have yet been agreed. The Chairman assured Mr Davies that all interested parties will be kept fully informed and consulted prior to any decisions being made on future developments on the Sports Field.

Sports Field
Councillor Porch referred to the youth annoyance issues raised earlier and the need to improve the security of the gate to stop unwanted intrusions onto the Sports Field.  Due to the lockdown situation there has been no activity on the Field.

The purchase of a back pack sprayer and weedkiller together with fertiliser was approved.  It was also agreed that a tree surveyor be appointed to risk assess the trees surrounding the Sports Field which are suspected of having ash die back disease at a cost of £560 plus vat.
Village Hall
Councillor Pugh reported a problem with the lock of the shed in the lower car park which requires attention

It was also agreed to remove the fridge from its current position in the Boiler Room prior to moving to another location. 

It was also noted that arrangements have been made to tidy up the fallen leaves.
Environment
Councillor Fitzgerald reported her concerns over the City Council plans for the cycle way along Gorseinon Road which will result in a loss of  parking for some residents along the route.  

Discussions are ongoing with the City Council to upgrade the play area on the Common in order to provide facilities for older children as well as an improved surface for the zip wire.

It was also noted that that the City Council is close to accepting responsibility for the maintenance of the culvert at the rear of Llewellyn Road that has caused flooding in the past.

There was general concern expressed at the number of over spilled dog bins in the area due to the lack of emptying being carried out by the City Council.  It was agreed that residents be reminded that the dog bins are for dog walkers and not for use as an alternative  means of disposal.  In the event of the dog bins being full black bags may be used for this purpose.
