Christmas Tree
Several options were discussed including a proposal for a rooted tree to be planted that would be available in future years.  After a wide ranging debate and consideration of a number of alternatives it was agreed, due to the late timescale, to locate the tree outside the Old Inn (subject to permission being granted ) accompanied by a notice that the tree has been  donated by the Community Council. 

A risk assessment will be carried out to ensure that the tree is properly secured, that the lights are fully PAT tested and that public kept at safe distance( eg fenced off) and that the tree is regularly inspected.

It was agreed that for next year planning for a Christmas tree should start at an earlier stage.
Solar Panels
It was noted that the provisional date for installation will be 5th/6th December subject to site survey and on site arrangements. Concern was expressed over the effect that the work will have on the Busy Bees Nursery and it was agreed to inform Egni so that the position of the Nursery can be taken into account during the installation of the panels in order to avoid disruption of the day to day operation of the Nursery.
Defibrillator Parc Penderri
It was agreed to approach Western Power to seek permission for the defibrillator to be attached to the wall of the sub station at the entrance to Parc Penllergaer

Village Hall
Two quotations have been received for the re roofing of the toilet area of the Village Hall (as agreed at the previous meeting) in the sum of £2050 and £2146 respectively.  It was agreed that the lower quotation be accepted in the sum of £2050.

Councillor Pugh repeated the need for the Village Hall surrounds to be cleared of leaves and made tidy and also for the blocked gutters to be cleared.  Councillor John agreed to arrange for gutters to be cleared at a cost of £165 and also for the area to be tidied up and the leaves cleared.  
Environment
Councillor Fitzgerald updated the latest position on the planning application for the proposed new Bellway development of 200/250 houses via Brynrhos Crescent which in many aspects contradicted the proposals set out in the LDP particularly in relation to the relief road and the fundamental problem of Jct 47. In the meantime the review of the traffic assessment by the external consultants is awaited.
