02.20.07 FINANCE REPORT

(a) To approve Annual Report and Accounts for year ended 31st March 2020.
The Annual Report including the Accounts, Internal Audit Report and Governance Statement  for the year ended 31st March 2020  was approved for submission to external auditors.  Notice of audit to be displayed on the Council web site not later than  August 2020 . Accounts to be available for public inspection from 1st September to 28th September 2020. Due to the covid19 restrictions the external auditors will not issue audit opinions until early October, following the inspection period.

Therefore by 30th September 2020 the Council will be required to publish the unaudited Annual Return together with a notice explaining that the audit opinion has not been issued.

02.20.09 REPORT OF THE SUB COMMITTEES.

To consider what guidance and measures need to put in place in advance of the lifting of restrictions on the Village Hall and the Sports Field pavilion.

Sports Field
There has been no activity on the Sports Field during the current lockdown. However the mounds of unused scalpings have been flattened to improve the area around the pavilion.  Consideration will need to be given to the measures that will need to be put in place in advance of the lifting of lockdown prior to the Sports Field being brought back into use.  These include restricting use of the pavilion for changing and showering with only the toilet area being available together with an increased cleaning requirement.
Village Hall
It was reported that work is continuing to complete the fire precaution areas of high risk as identified in the risk assessment report.  The Council will need to carry out a full risk assessment to identify the measures that will need to be put in place prior to the lifting of restrictions and making the Hall available to users as well as any additional cleaning requirements. 

Environment
Councillor Fitzgerald reported that the City Council are currently cutting verges.  However there will be no wild flower planting carried out this year.  Floral baskets have been put up and the planters on the A48 have been filled.  The floral displays on Parc Penllergaer are also in place

Resurfacing of one side of the A483 has also been completed.   Complaints have been received over the lighting of garden fires in the area that are causing a nuisance. Whilst the lighting of fires is not an offence it should not be carried out on a regular basis and should not cause a nuisance.

Councillor Evans reported a case of Japanese Knotweed in the Parc Penllergaer area.
