Mr Harris highlighted the large number of local objectors to the planning application in excess of 600 and also referred to a report prepared for Transport for Wales by transport consultants Jacobs  UK which appears to be at odds with the original LDP report prepared by Arup which predicated the development on the basis of a relief road to avoid congestion at Junction 47 and which now appears to be a spine road balancing safety with speed and which will do nothing to alleviate traffic congestion as a result of the development.  Mr Harris identified this as a key issue in the planning process and it was agreed that the matter be referred to the Head of Highways as well as highlighting the issue via social media.
