Sports Field
Councillor John reported that the heavy rain was affecting the football fixtures resulting in the cancellation of matches.

It was agreed that weed spraying was needed when the conditions allow to remove vegetation around the pavilion as well as the need to improve the surface of the access entrance  to the pavilion car park area.

It was also noted that the area of unused land opposite the pavilion could be utilised  for recreational  purposes by the local community if a limited amount of work was undertaken    It was agreed to consider various options to improve the area.
Village Hall
Councillor Pugh reported that the public meeting with Local MP Antonia Antionazzi was well attended.

Natural Resources Wales will also be in attendance for a drop in session for the Penllergaer Forest Resource Plan.

Other matters discussed were need for extra keys, diary bookings  for Boiler Room to be notified to interested parties.  Also possible water leak on drive to be investigated and also lower part of car park near entrance needs attention. 
A fire risk assessment will also be carried out prior to the change of ownership of the Busy Bees Nursery.  

Environment
Councillor Fitzgerald reported that a number of homes had experienced flooding during the recent heavy rain.  There had also been an incident of fly tipping on Swansea Road.

A constructive meeting was held with local AM Rebecca Evans in relation to the concerns of residents of the proposed Parc Mawr development.  Other developments in relation to the LDP process includes freedom of information request to the City Council and also a complaint to the Information Commissioner for non disclosure of information by the City Council.  Consideration is also being given to invoking a call in procedure of the Parc Mawr planning application.

Councillor Fitzgerald reported a meeting with the local PCSO who stated that the area is generally quiet at the moment.  A recent meeting arranged by the PCSO in the Llewelyn Hall was poorly attended due to a lack of publicity of the event.
